Plan to check your email before you leave for the event to ensure you
receive any updates. If you are a contact for a group coming out to volunteer, please ensure that you have set up a way
to contact your group members the morning of the event if needed.

Youth

event without a parent or legal guardian must also bring a signed Youth Waiver to event in order to participate.
